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- Psychology — Most courses in the Department of Psychology will be considered (e.g. PSYC-1000(6).

- Social Science - Most courses in Sociology meet the Social Science requirement (with the exception of
research methods courses). Cultural Anthropology and Human Geography courses will also be considered.
(e.g.SOC-1101, ANTH-1002, GEOG-1102), and courses that focus on the social situations of specific
populations (for example courses from Disability or Gender Studies Departments). Indigenous content
courses that address the historical, political, social, and/or economic context and contemporary issues of
Canadian Indigenous Peoples will also be considered for this requirement.
